The second house belongs to a young woman with a 9-year-old child and a baby due in
November. She bought her grandparents' home two years ago and is struggling to make
enough to pay the mortgage and other expenses. She has recently been cited for fire code

regulations that need immediate attention. Volunteers will dismantle a garage that has
collapsed, rebuild and repair walls, replace windows, construct a driveway and help
landscape her yard. Her basement will also be analyzed by a structural engineer and
reconstructed.
